Book Review:  

Riding the Rapids 

This is a very interesting book and 

well worth reading.  Sylvia Jeanes 

was 25 in 1967 when she left 

Brisbane for the jungles of 

Borneo.  That was 40 years ago.  

At the CMS Summer School at Mt 

Tamborine thanks were given to 

God and to Sylvia 

for her life’s work 

with the church in 

Borneo including 

her involvement 

with the Sabah 

Theological 

Seminary.  Many 

of the young 

people to whom she ministered in 

the interior of Borneo are now 

working for the church in Sabah 

which is indigenised and sending 

its own missionaries to other 

countries in Asia.   

She has been recognised and 

honoured by the Anglican Diocese 

of Sabah and also by the local 

government for her service to the 

people of Sabah. 

One of the clear themes that 

emerges from this book is her 

sense of failure amid very difficult 

circumstances including physical 

isolation.  However, this is 

balanced by times of rest and 

spiritual restoration.  The book 

made me realise again how 

important it is for agencies that 

send people to remote parts of the 

world to provide continuing and 

real support for the people sent.  

The book also records that despite 

her sense of failure, the God 

whom she has served and 

continues to serve has sustained 

and continues to sustain her.   

After her retirement from the 

Seminary she commenced teaching 

literacy to children from nearby 

under privileged areas.  People 

such as Sylvia show such character 

and qualities that are to be 

admired particularly when 

contrasted with so many people’s 

desires in our western world for 

instant gratification and financial 

success.

CRUX seeks to expound the basic 
tenets of the Christian faith and to 
demonstrate that Christian truth is 
relevant to the whole of life.

The summer 2006 edition provides 

some very interesting articles and 

book reviews about links between 

social justice and ecological health 

and about keeping the earth in 

common. The journal is available 

for reading by people who visit the 

library.
