was the guest speaker at the
library’s annual dinner. Bishop
Stephen gave an inspiring address
entitled “Does the parish have a
future?”. This address can be
downloaded from the library’s
website at
www.mathewhalepubliclibrary.com .
He said a healthy local church is a
very rich resource in any local
community and set out a number of
ideas regarding the future for
parishes.

Secondly, Reverend Rhys Bezzant,
lecturer in History of Christian
Thought at Ridley Melbourne, gave
an excellent talk entitled “Ears, eyes,
lives: The impact of the Reformation
today”. He spoke of some of the
great strengths but also mentioned
some of the failures of the
reformation in 16th century
Switzerland and Germany.

Details of the program at the library
for 2009 will be on the website in the
very near future. It promises to be a
very interesting and informative
series of lectures, workshops, etc.
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Thirdly, the Simeon Association has
advertised recently a preaching
prize of $1,000 to be awarded to the
preacher who has preached the best
sermon in Queensland and the
Northern Territory in the last two
years. Entries for this prize are due
on or before 31 December 2008. If
you know of anyone who has
preached a really good sermon
recently, please refer them to the
library's website for information
about the prize.

Following the success of its first
book, “Please! No More Boring
Sermons”, the Association intends to
publish a second volume of essays
and sermons. A number of people
have been approached to provide
essays and/or sermons for the
second volume. There has been a
very good response to such
requests to date.
